COVID update

Following the Government’s announcements regarding new statewide restrictions that came into effect at overnight, there is
new guidance for schools regarding the wearing of masks. People aged 12 and over must wear a fitted face mask when in
public indoor spaces. Children under 12 years of age and students at primary school or attending an OHSC program are not
required to wear face masks. School staff are not required to wear face masks while teaching or caring, but those who wish
to do so, can. Staff must wear face masks in indoor areas of the school when not teaching or caring. Visitors to school sites
must also wear masks when indoors.
