In other news we have had to postpone our school swimming program until further notice. We are hopeful that we may be 
able to get some sessions in during November, but again will need to wait for further easier of restrictions before doing so.   
  

Disappointingly we have had to cancel our production for 2021, again due to restrictions and audience capacity limits at 
the Wang PAC. We know this is disappointing for our students many of whom have worked very hard at preparing but it is 
not something we have any control over.
